TO BE (ser / estar) 
 I am (yo soy / yo estoy) I’m not Am I …? Yes, I am. / No, I’m not. 

 You are (tú eres / tú estás) You aren’t Are you …? Yes, you are. / No, you aren’t. 

 
He is (él es/ él está) He isn’t Is he …? Yes, he is. / No, he isn’t. 

 
She is (ella es/ ella está) She isn’t Is she …? Yes, she is. / No, she isn’t. 

   
It is (eso es/ eso está) It isn’t Is it …? Yes, it is. / No, it isn’t. 

 We are (nosotros somos / 

nosotros estamos) 
We aren’t Are we …? Yes, we are. / No, we aren’t. 

 You are (vosotros sois / 
vosotros estáis) 

You aren’t Are you …? Yes, you are. / No, you aren’t.

TO HAVE GOT (tener (propiedad personal)) 

 I have got (yo tengo) I haven’t got Have I got …? Yes, I have. / No, I haven’t. 

 You have got (tú tienes) You haven’t got Have you got …? Yes, you have. / No, you haven’t. 

 
He has got (él tiene) He hasn’t got Has he got …? Yes, he has. / No, he hasn’t. 

 
She has got (ella tiene) She hasn’t got Has she got …? Yes, she has. / No, she hasn’t.

   
It has got (eso tiene) It hasn’t got Has it got …? Yes, it has. / No, it hasn’t.
